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SUPPORT FOR THE IMPLEMENTATION OF THE NATIONAL BIOSAFETY FRAMEWORK OF THE REPUBLIC OF TURKEY

Within the framework of Cartagena Protocol on Biosafety which Turkey is a part and in order to
determine the scope of necessary national legal arrangements, administrative and organizational
structure for ensuring the safe use of any genetically modified organism (GMO) or products
thereof obtained via modern biotechnology techniques, under the coordination of General
Directorate of Agricultural Research and Policies a Project called “Development of the National
Biosafety Framework for Turkey” was financed in 2002 and 2005 through GEF funds.

National Biosafety Framework (NBF), the draft of Biosafety Law and an action plan for public
awareness and participation along with another action plan for the implementation of National
Biosafety Framework have been prepared as a result of the Project.

National Biosafety Framework [NBF) consists of following principles;

e Legal system,

e Administrative system,

e Organizational framework,

e A Decision making system also including risk assessment and management system,
e A control system including monitoring of GMOs, detection and identification,

* A mechanism for public participation and awareness.

Biosafety Law which is one of the most significant outputs of the project was approved by Turkish
Grand National Assembly on 18th March 2010 and with the Law No: 5977 it was published in the
Turkish Official Gazette dated 26 March 2010 numbered 27533.

Regarding Biosafety Law;
1. The Regulation on Genetically Modified Organisms and Products

2. The Regulation Connected with Working Procedure and Principles of Biosafety Board and
Committees were published in Turkish Official Gazette dated 13 August 2010 numbered 27671.

Biosafety Law and two regulations entered into force on September 26, 2010.

It is necessary to develop technical and organizational capacity for the implementation of NBF
principles identified within the framework of the project. In order to meet the necessary
capacity requirements, the project on the Support for the Implementation of the National
Biosafety Framework of the Republic of Turkey was prepared and submitted for GEF financing
and the project was approved.

Project activities are handled within the scope of 5 main components explained below.
1. Stocktaking & Biosafety Policy
2. Regulatory regime (Regulations and organizational structure)

3. System for handling of requests for authorization (including administrative processing for
risk assessment and informed decision-making), risk assessment and risk management

4. Follow-up mechanisms (monitoring of environmental effects and enforcement: control and
inspections)

5. Public awareness and participation
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
